Mr Ong had made over 50 kites but fewer than 10
kites were able to fly. “One small mistake and the kite will not fly,” he said.

However, with the guidance of Sunny Lin, Mr Ong slowly improved. He
was surprised that miniature kite-making had developed his patience and
concentration. Every little detail had to be taken into consideration - from the | 20
thickness of the individual bamboo frame to the quality of the paper used. He
would like to create a kite that is ten times lighter and smaller, just like Sunny
Lin’s.
